In accordance to the Hawaii Area and Structure Guidelines, my responsibility is to ensure that the area committee and assembly minutes for Panel 71 is to be   submitted to the area within 10 days. A change has been made by Deborah S. to adjust the forms for all DCM/SCC/ and Area Officer reports, so please use them. You will notice that for the purpose of Anonymity, full last names and phones numbers is not required. 

The minutes for our Hawaii Area 17 Orientation Assembly January 9-10, 2021-passed.
** Eric informed the Area that there were 32 voting members in the Quorum, there were 50 registered and 42 attended that included non-voting members.*** 

Treasurer: Mike L. Area 17 Panel 71
 We formed a Committee consisting of  Gina (DCM 2), Kaleka (DCM 4), Kalei (DCM 6), Jeannie (Area Alt. Chair), and Past Delegate Linda McD that are all willing to participate.  We met at the Orientation Assembly to understand what we will be working on, and also met once via Zoom. Our main work will be to develop a Proposed Budget for 2022 and then to inform the districts and groups what that budget proposal includes. We will explain the Area’s priority of spending and how we arrived at the figures we came up with. The Budget Assembly will vote to approve the whole budget, not vote on each line item. The Finance Committee will also be working on the possibility of being able to accept online contributions. Does the Area want to do this? We will follow up on past Treasurer Rachel’s proposal to change Structures and Guidelines. We will consider a proposal to change the Prudent Reserve to make it a percentage of average annual expenses instead of a fixed dollar amount. GSO recommends 1-3- months reserve for groups, 1 year for GSO. What do we need to make sure Area business continues if we face other challenges like pandemic, Tsunami, hurricane or internet disruption that prevent us from receiving contributions.

Standing Committee Reports: 

Sean F. Treatment SCC (Oahu) 

According to Hawaii Area 17 Structures and Guidelines, Treatment Standing Committee Coordinates the service work of A.A. groups and individual A.A. members who carry the message to alcoholics in medical and treatment settings.  Sets up means of “Bridging the Gap” from treatment to A.A. and works to clarify what A.A. can and cannot do, within the 12 Traditions, to help alcoholics in medical and treatment settings.  So what we have been able to accomplish, thus far, has been to establish contact both through letter of introduction and by phone with 11 treatment facilities on Oahu, 1 on Big Island, and 2 on Maui. (There are no treatment facilities available on Kauai currently) We have sent out AA literature (16 different pamphlets structured around treatment and bridging the gap) to 3 of the facilities on Oahu with 2 more on the way to Maui. Special Thanks to Adina and Oahu Central Office for their assistance.  We are also in the progress of creating Contact cards as well as putting together a small packet for those transitioning from their respective facility into society again.  This will give them a way to stay connected to our fellowship and allow us to carry our primary message to the newcomer.  Other Topics:  
The Area Treatment Standing Committee Chairs of North America and Canada have met to introduce and connect to open dialogue in ways for us to better serve treatment facilities as well as AA as a whole through our service work.  We will be meeting again on the 27th of February.  I have met with the GSR’s appointed to the treatment committee and couldn’t be more excited to have the opportunity to work with such dedicated members of area service.  We have discussed our first workshop and decided to go with “Bridging the Gap” as the topic of this workshop.  We will be meeting again after PRAASA to set a date (shortly after Inform the Delegate) and build out the structure for the workshop. I am humbled and grateful to serve.  

      Christi N. Grapevine/La Vina SCC (Oahu)     
Aloha, Christi alcoholic. I am honored to stand as the Grapevine standing committee chair for Panel 71. Since the orientation assembly. I have reached out, by email to the panel 71 DCM's to let them know that I am available to educate and assist their groups in their district. One of your long- time members, Vernon G., passed away last month.  Vernon was very active in General Service as GSR for Happy Hour Kihei and DCM for District 11.   There was a “Celebration of Life” held on Sunday Feb. 21st for AA members. January Business – we split out approx $600 dollars that was considered in excess after the approval of our 2021 Budget.   The money was divided between Maui intergroup and General Service office in New York. February Business – Since Praasa is online this year the district decided to split out half of the money originally budgeted for DCM travel.  $600 was split between Maui intergroup and General Service office in New York.  We will revisit what to do with the remaining money in June.

Aloha! My name is Teresa and I’m an alcoholic.  District 10 continues to meet online the first Tuesday of each month. We currently have 14 groups meeting either online or in person and 12 of those have named GSR’s for their group. We welcomed two new meetings to the district: Morning Meditation Mtg that meets daily for 30 mins in the park, and Grapevine in the Park that meets weekly in the park. We continue to reach out to groups that do not have a GSR to encourage their participation. Our district meeting usually has between 8-10 people in attendance and we are actively recruiting homegroup members to participate as observers. We want to cultivate the next wave of general service participants.  At our last district meeting, we discussed hosting online workshops. GSR’s are asking their homegroups for workshop topics that we will discuss at our March meeting. We hope to launch the first workshop in April. Would love to see a central repository for upcoming workshops being hosted by other districts and all intergroups. Would make it easier to schedule workshops so that we don’t overlap or cover the same subjects.  District 10 continues to have surplus funding. We have asked the Treasurer to draft a priority of spending as well as a proposal for 2021 spending given current conditions, i.e. no travel or rent, etc. Our 2021 budget has a literature fund and at our next district meeting we will discuss a new literature service position and how we might use the funds within our district.  The District is looking forward to cohosting the March Inform the Delegate Assembly and we are putting together a cohost committee with at least 4 people who are Zoom savvy to assist Area with the meeting.  We have a lot of opportunities to create new service positions and be in service as we continue to adapt to pandemic conditions. District 7 active in perpetual update of POC's, GSR's for district groups (structured and unstructured) in building base for district service.  Prayers needed for consistency and generating interest.  Both District 7 and District 12 voted to collaborate in pooling committee service resources during their respective district meetings. GSR base is limited at this time. Dialog will continue in assessing and determining the logistics of this effort. As the years have rolled on, many changes have occurred in the Area. The Area became a 501c3 nonprofit
corporation in 2000 to comply with federal and state tax and banking laws. The Area added on a liability insurance
policy as deemed necessary due to societal changes. The Area began sending trusted servants to PRAASA and the
Pacific Region Forum, when fiscally able. This past year, the Area unexpectedly and necessarily added a digital
meeting platform to operating expenses. As the Area has grown and added responsibilities, important line items
have been added to the Priority of Spending as the Area Assembly saw fit to make motions and amend the S&G.

These suggested amendments to the Priority of Spending are being made in order to help clarify and make
transparent the Area’s Priority of Spending for the entire body Hawaii AA community. The category 7.5.D.4 Other
Spending has clearly evolved over the past 35 years to encompass 2 separate spending categories, which are the
Area’s business operating expenses and funding our trusted servants to attend Service events.

Based my personal experience of presenting the past 2 budgets and researching well thought out questions about
the ambiguity of the current Priority of Spending, | am bringing forward this motion in order to help clarify the
Area’s Priority of Spending. The hope is to create a transparent Priority of Spending and Area Budget in order to
help every Hawaii AA member understand how their 7t Tradition Contribution will be used in Area General Service.

This past year, it was discovered that the Area was doing business under several variations of the legal name
of the nonprofit corporation. All of those business situations have been amended and corrected to the Area’s
proper legal name, requiring a significant amount of time and energy.

These problems were caused by the ambiguity of “passing on” legal information and responsibilities via oral
tradition rather than having these items written in our bylaws. This proposal directly addresses a solution to
prevent any future legal mistakes or omissions by the Area’s trusted servants.
